Dam Unnecessary

· We have more water than we can use in the Hunter Valley.

· The Central Coast does not want or need our water.

· There are many proven alternatives to water conservation.

Dam Expensive

· The NSW government have publicly stated they will NOT be paying for the dam.

· The cost of this dam will potentially cost Hunter Water rate payers an extra $450 per year.

Dam Destructive

· Rivers are one of our most precious assets, the Williams is one of the last decent rivers in the region.

· Destruction of a river is a short-sighted investment strategy.

· The Williams River is home to the iconic platypus, the long necked turtle and a variety of fish and mussel species, as well as the endangered spotted tail quoll, brush-tailed phascogale and grey-headed flying fox, so damming the river would be detrimental to the health of these animals.
